	 Madonna is a very popular singer and actress. She was born on 16th August  (1958) in Bay City, Michigan.  At the age of 4 she began singing in a choir at the local church. She studied at the University of Michigan and moved to New York in 1977.

Her first single, Everybody, became a club and dance hit in 1982. She then began working on her first starring role in a film, Susan Siedelman’s Desperately Seeking Susan.

She released her second album, Like a Virgin, in 1984. In 1985 Madonna became an international celebrity. She sold millions of records on the strength of her stylish, sexy videos, and forceful personality. In August, that year, she married actor Sean Penn. The couple had a rocky marriage that ended in 1989. Her following album, Like a Prayer (1989), was her most ambitious album, incorporating elements of pop, rock and dance.

In 1992 she released Sex, an expensive book that featured hundred of erotic photographs of herself, several models, and other celebrities, including Isabella Rossellini, Naomi Campbell and Vanilla Ice.

Starting from 1995, Madonna’s image became more sophisticated. She played the part of Evita Peron in the film Evita. She won the Golden Globe for best actress.

Her first child, Lourdes, was born in 1996. In 2000 she married the filmmaker Guy Richie, after the birth of her second child Rocco.
Madonna is a clever person who likes to transgress and doesn’t mind working hard. She enjoys going to the gym, the cinema, the theatre and parties.

She now lives in London with her family.
